¢ Deadline: Audition appointments can be scheduled by completing the attached
form and returning it to us in the envelope provided by Friday, January 22,
2010 (receipt deadline). You will then receive confirmation of your audition
appointment by email. (You may also download this form from our website,
www.scbaroque.org, or request it by phone or email.)

¢ Auditions: The competition will be held on Saturday, January 30, 2010, at the
UCSC Music Building, Room 131, between the hours of 10 AM and 4 PM, under
the supervision of our artistic director, Dr. Linda Burman-Hall. While we take
into account schedule preferences for auditions, groups are recommended to be
available at any time during the planned judging block.

e Repertoire: We do encourage groups to compete by playing baroque and other
early music (pre 1750), but the competition is also open to instrumental
ensembles performing Classical and Romantic concert repertoire.

o Eligibility: The competition is open to music students residing in Santa Cruz
county. Although the competition is for students enrolled in high school,
accomplished younger musicians are also welcome to compete.

By entering the competition, ensemble members affirm their ability to play on the
evening the winning ensemble is to perform (February 20). Free tickets to attend
the award concert will be available to all competitors and their families. Please
note that the university charges $3 for parking on weekends and evenings.
